In 1993, the Evangeline Papageorge Distinguished Teaching Award was established by the Emory Medical Alumni Association under the leadership of Dr. William Waters 50C 58M 60MR. The award recognizes excellence in medical education and honors the legacy of Dr. Evangeline Papageorge 29G 37M, beloved teacher and administrator who served Emory for many decades. The award and honorarium are given each year during the School of Medicine’s diploma ceremony to a medical faculty member “whose intellectual luminosity has generated the greatest excitement about learning among students and colleagues.” Without question, the Papageorge Award has become one of the most prestigious awards presented by the School of Medicine or Emory University.

You are invited to nominate an Emory faculty member who continues Dr. Papageorge’s tradition of excellence in teaching. Nominees may represent any department of the School of Medicine. Nominations for the award may be made by students, faculty, alumni, administrators, or other members of the Emory School of Medicine community.  The individual selected to receive the award should demonstrate outstanding dedication to the teaching of medical students. He or she should be an enthusiastic and effective teacher who not only possesses the ability to transmit and interpret course material but also has the ability to communicate and interact directly with students.

Nominations are due by 5 p.m. on Friday, March 16, 2007, and should include a letter of support explaining why the nominee is an appropriate candidate for the award. A committee comprised of students, residents, faculty, and alumni will select the Papageorge Teaching Award recipient, who will be recognized at the School of Medicine Diploma Ceremony on Monday, May 14.

Additional information about Dr. Papageorge and past teaching award recipients:
Dr. Evangeline Papageorge served Emory from 1929 until her death in 2001.  From 1929 until 1956, she taught biochemistry to health science students; she was the first woman to be a full-time faculty member at the School of Medicine.  In 1956, Dr. Papageorge became the School of Medicine's first dean of students; by doing so she also became the school’s the first female administrator.  After her retirement in 1975 as an executive associate dean, she continued to serve the School of Medicine as a member of the alumni association's executive board.  Dr. Papageorge is remembered both for her high standards and for her compassion.  Because of exceptional men and women like Dr. Papageorge, teaching has long been a great strength of the School of Medicine; listed below are the Papageorge Award recipients from past years who have also taught and inspired many at Emory School of Medicine.
